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NOTES

. The purpose of this publication is to publish to the Naval Service the order of pirecedence of
ufhceh of the U.S. Navy on active duty; to provule service data affecting pay and allowances; and
within space limitations, to provide other information advantageous to the Naval Service. The Register,
however, does not reflect a cmnplele resuiné of every oflicer’s accomphshments or service. The lists of
officers are divided into foir'cutegories: (1) lineal list officers as defined in Title 10, U.S. Code Annotated,
Section 5504; (2) officers of the Naval Reserve assigned uctive duty in connection with .the training,
administration, und recruiting of the Naval Reserve (TAR's); (3) women officers appointed under -
Title 10, U.S. Code, Section 5590, and nonlineal list women Reserve officers; and (4) warrant officers.

The names of officers below ﬂng grade (empormllv nppomlod under Title 10, U.S. Code, Section
5787 to higher grades while serving in specific billets, i.e. “spot promoted,” are listed in the grades they

would hold had they not been so promoted.
In all-cases, precedence of officers must be determined by (1) current rank; (2) date of rank; and

if (1) and (2) are the same, (3) by lineal number.

3. The lineal list of unrestricted line officers is divided into segments designated as “Year Groups.”
Every lineal list officer, by virtue of his position on the lineal list, is in a particular year group. In most
instnnces, except for officers who at some point either have failed of selection or huve been selected
early, the year group of an officer generally corresponds to the fiseal year in which he was commissioned
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an ensign.  (For those categories with constructive service, officers take the yoar group of their immedinto

contemporaries or running mates.)
4.. An officer who is selected for promotion but whose uctual promotion to higher grade has been

delayed for any reason may be shown temporarily in a junior year group until he netually is promoted.
At this time he will return to a lineal position in the year group with which he was selected.  Conversely,
some limited duty officer Commanders and Lieutenant Commanders may have been promoted to fill o
limited duty officer vacancy but must await promotion of their unrestricted line contemporary for
determination of date of rank.

5. 'The lineal numbers ussigned consist of a whole number and a subnumber.  Use of the sub-
mmber permits additions to the official lineal list, TAR program or nonlineal women officers list,
without requiring renumbering of lists ench time n gnin occurs.  Numbers may not be consecutive
but they always will be sequentinl.  For example, an officer with « number and subnimber of 063399-40
is normally senior to the officer with w number of 063399-82.  An officer with u number of 063394-00
would normally be senior to both, if of the snme corps.  Staff corps officers on the lineal list having the
same date of rank und the same running mate as defined in notes 7 to 10 below, rank according to seniority

Thervefore,
lineal mumbers have not been assigned to ensigns with dates of rank in 1966. Student officers with
designutors 1905, 1915, 1925, und 1945 take precedence with other ensigns in order of alphabetical
listing of name within date of rank und will not be nssigned a lineal number until such time as they have
necepted n commission in the staff corps for which they are in training,

"The running mate for o lineal list stuff corps officer is the lineal list line officer not restricted in the
performance of duty whose lineal nummber and subnumber is sequentianlly immediately ahead of the staff
corps officer.

The running mate for a ‘I'AR officer is the linenl list line officer not restricted in the performance
of duty whose linenl number and subnumber is sequentially immedintely below that of the TAR officer.

The rnining mate for u USN noulinenl list woman staff corps officer is the USN nonlineal list
woman liie officer not vestricted in the performance of duty whose lineal number and subnuniber is
sequentinlly imniedintely nhead of the staff corps officer.

10. The running mate for n USNR nonlineal list woman officer is the USN nonlineal list womun line
oflicer not restricted in the-performunce of duty whose lineal number nnd subnumber is sequentially
mnncdmtely below thut of the USN R-woman officer.

The lineal numbers nssigned herein were effective | Jnnumv 1967. Although TAR’s Tind
women oﬂ‘u ers as defined in Title 10, U.S. Code, Section 5504 nre not lineal list officers, they have
been ussigned a lineal number for the purpose of convenience in determining their relative seniority.

12. The lozenge symbol (}{) printed immediately preceding the name indieates that the officer has
heen selected for promotion to the next higher grade.  Attention is invited to the fuct that some selectees
will have been promoted by the time the Register is distributed, or will be promoted subsequent thereto,
and that lineal numbers in these cases will indicate their proper relative lineal position and/or seniority
in their new grade.

13. 'The Current Source Code listed in column four indicntes the public law or procurement program
under which each officer received his present commission.

7. The date shown in the cohiiin headed “Professional Service Date” in the precedence list is the
constructive dute active ditty was first performed as a medical or dental officer.

18. The names of Navy and Marine Corps retired officers—regular and veserve and those on the
Temporary Disability Retired List-—are shown in a separate publication which lists retired officers only.
"The title of that publication is “Register of Retired Commissioned and Warrant Officers, Regular and
Reserve, of the United States Navy and Marine Corps,” NavPers 15,939. Due to the difference in the
publication date of the retired officers register in comparison with the date of this active duty officers
register, some instances may be found where the name of an officer who retired during the interval
between the dates will not be found in either publication.

19. In matters involving honors, ceremonies or preferences, precedence shall be given to retired
officers who served on active duty in the rank in which retired vis-a-vis retired officers of the snme
grade holding that grade on the retired list by virtue of a combat citation promotion.

Pages X thirough XII should be read carefully before reporting un error or omission in the
Specinl Qualifications Column. Corrections to Graduate Education Level should be reported in accord-
nnce with BUPERSINST 1520.83 serics. Note: Names are limited to 31 characters, including spaces,
so that some names are not complete.
